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CIL increases thermal
coal price by up to 8%

Eyes additional revenue of%2,703 crore for the balance period of FY24

New Delhi, 30 May

he Board of Directors of Coal India

I (CIL) on Tuesday approved an 8 per

cent hike in non-coking, or ther-

mal, coal prices with effect from May 31,

2023. CIL is expecting to earn an incre-

mental revenue 0fX2,703 crore for the bal-

ance period of the financial year 2023-24
following the hike in prices.

“The board has approved a price
increase of 8 per cent over the existing
notified prices for high-grade coal of grade
G2 to G10... This will be applicable to all
subsidiaries of Coal India Limited, includ-
ing NEC, for regulated and non-regulated
sectors. Due to this revision, CIL will earn
approx. incremental revenue of 32,703
crore for the balance period of financial
year 2023-24. All add-ons would be as per
the extant practice,” the CIL said in an
exchange notification.

In a recent interview to Business
Standard, Pramod Agrawal, CMD, CIL,
had confirmed plans to hike coal prices.
CIL’s previous price increase was in
January 2018. Since then, the company

had absorbed much of the inflationary
costs, especially on diesel and explosives,
without revisiting our prices, he had said.

“CIL as awhole has been able to sustain
a strong financial bottomline so far. But
only some of the CIL's arms are achieving
profits, while others, especially Eastern
and Western Coalfields, Bharat Coking
Coal, are feeling the financial pinch and
may not be able to finance their future
projects unless there is adequate compen-
sation,” he had said.

To take on the challenging output and
offtake targets, it is essential that suitable
capital is in store to invest in mining and
rail evacuation projects. “There is a credi-
ble argument for price revision. However,
we will take a balanced approach as an
increase in coal price will have a cascading
effect on various commodities. We will
take a call on coal pricing with stakehold-
ers on board. The aim is to protect our
EBITDA and shield the nation from the
impact,” Agarwal said.

The increase in coal prices comes at a
time when the country is facing record
high electricity demand. India touched
record high demand of 220 Gw on May 16.
The price hike of coal will increase prices
of coal. Several state-run power distribu-
tion firms have proposed a hike in power
tariffs in their annual filing, as coal prices
have gone up due to high demand and rise
in imported coal.

The domestic coal price hike will raise
fuel cost further for power generators,
which is passed on to electricity con-
sumers.

Manipur; victims’kin to getX10 lakh

New Delhi/lmphal, 30 May

On the second day of his four-
day visit to Manipur, Union
Home Minister Amit Shah vis-
ited Churachandpur district —
which has seen some of the
worst Meitei-Kuki violence
since ethnic clashes broke out
in the state on May 3 — to hold
talks with Kuki civil society
leaders on Tuesday.

Shah and senior Union
home ministry officers met
church leaders and intellectu-
als from the Kuki community.
The government announced a
compensation ofX10 lakh, to be
shared equally by the Centre
and state government, to fam-
ilies of those killed in the con-
flict and a job for one family
member. The decision fol-

lowed the Monday late evening
meeting between Shah and
Manipur Chief Minister N
Biren Singh. The meeting also
decided to ensure a cooling
down of prices of essential
items such as petrol, LPG gas,
rice and other food products.

On Tuesday, Shah met a
group of women leaders, Meira
Paibi, and “reiterated the sig-
nificance of the role of women”
in the society of Manipur. Shah
also met a delegation of differ-
ent civil society organisations
in Imphal in the morning.
Home Secretary Ajay Kumar
Bhalla and Director of the
Intelligence Bureau Tapan
Kumar Deka have also accom-

panied Shah to Imphal.
Congress President
Mallikarjun Kharge and

Congress leaders, including

former Manipur chief minister
Ibobi Singh, met President
Droupadi Murmu in New Delhi
and sought a high-level com-
mission headed by a serving or
retired Supreme Court judge to
probe the violence, and handed
a 12-point charter that could
help restore peace. Later,
Congress General Secretary
Jairam Ramesh blamed the
BJP-RSS’s “politics of divide
and rule” for the current situa-
tion. He said this was the sec-
ond time in the last 22 years
that Manipur has burned. Ibobi
Singh wondered why the PM
and Shah remained silent so
far, alleging the violence was
allowed to continue.

Eleven leading sports per-
sonalities from Manipur,
including Olympic medalist
Mirabai Chanu, in a signed let-

ter to Shah, urged himto find a
solution to the ongoing crisis
and threatened to return their
awards and medals if “peace
and normalcy” are not restored
at the earliest. The signatories,
including weightlifter Kunja-
rani Devi and boxer L Sarita
Devi, demanded the unblock-
ing of the National Highway-2.
They also demanded the sus-
pension of operations (SoO)
agreements with “Kuki mili-
tant groups” be revoked.
Ethnic clashes broke out in
Manipur after a May 3 “Tribal
Solidarity March’ in the hill dis-
tricts to protest the Meitei com-
munity’s demand for Schedu-
led Tribe status and preceded
by tension over the eviction of
Kuki villagers from reserve for-
est land, which had led to a
series of smaller agitations.

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Once without cows, village

A Chhattisgarh village, that once had no
milch cattle, is now producing milk in
abundance and generating a new source
of income for the villagers.

Bolbola gram panchayat in,
Kondagaon district of Chhattisgarh, has
scripted a success story in India’s white
revolution. Neeta Mishra, a government
veterinary doctor in Kondagaon, said there
was no milch cow in the Bolbola Gram
Panchayat according to the livestock cen-
sus. “The gram panchayat has now created
a niche in milk production,” she added.

The initiative was kicked off in April
2022 after Chief Minister Bhupesh Baghel
called for making Chhattisgarh aleader in
milk production, on World Veterinary Day.
The Kondagaon district administration
took it as a challenge and chalked out a
plan to promote dairy farming in the vil-
lages where there are no milch cattle. The
tribal-dominated Bolbola village was
selected for the project.

“As a first step, Gauthan — cattle shed
under the Chhattisgarh government’s
scheme — was constructed. The project

tion using funds from the District Mineral
Foundation (DMF) and the National Rural
Employment Guarantee Act (MNREGA),”
Mishra said.

People came forward for cattle farming
and the animal husbandry department
provided necessary training to the women
for dairy operations, she said, adding that
many facilities, including fodder, water,
and vaccination were made available to
them on top of a loan grant.

Along with women, the male members
of families and other villagers also joined

the campaign. The loans were given to the
beneficiaries to buy cows and set up milk
chilling plants. They were also trained to
operate a milk chilling plant in Odisha.

Ratnuram Poyam, the village sarpanch,
said the beneficiaries had now 32 milch
cows from which 300 litres of milk is being
produced daily. The group is generating
an income of about 13,000 per day,
Poyam said. Besides meeting the demand
in the village, the group is also selling the
produce to the district headquarters of
Kondagaon and nearby villages.

Poyam said the project has changed the
economic condition of the villagers. The
group is now generating an additional
income 0f 1,280 per day by selling 640 kg
cow dung. The Chhattisgarh government,
under its flagship Godhan Nyay Yojana
scheme, is procuring cow dung from the
villagers for X2 per kilogram.

Koyli Mandavi, Secretary of the Nai
Roshni women self-help group, said
besides economics, the project had also
helped in improving the health condition
of children. “Children weren’t able to drink
milk due to non-availability,” she
explained. Even the elderly are now sip-
ping milk tea.
